A quick review

Some Bible prophecy is easily understood — without prior Bible knowledge!

For example, first, the Bible's claim to be indestructible: “The word of our God stands
forever.” Isaiah 40.8. That was written over 2,600 years ago! — and not only is the Bible still
here, it's the world's all-time best seller!

Second, our global press freedom was foreseen! Jesus said — about 2000 years before the
Internet — “This gospel of the kingdom will be proclaimed in all the world as a witness to all
the nations.” Matthew 24.14.

Third, but is the Bible widely understood? Yes, it reaches into more than 540 language
groups!

Fourth, the Bible foretold that God “will assemble the outcasts of Israel . . . from the four
corners of the earth.” Isaiah 11.12. “I will take you from among the nations, gather you out of
all countries, and bring you into your own land.” Ezekiel 36.24. It happened in 1948 — after
2000 years!!

Fifth, in the Bible God told the Jews, “I will give you as a light to the Gentiles, that you
should be my salvation to the ends of the earth.” Isaiah 49.6. The Gentile Christian Church is

fulfilling this prophecy, telling the whole world about the Saviour from Israel!
