Know God better Part 2

Perhaps you always thought of God as being “out there somewhere”, a distant Being who is
never near — always afar off — Someone who has no interest in you or your life.

First, the apostle Paul explains that “he is not far from everyone of us.” Acts 17.27. Can we
know this to be true? Yes, Christians prove it over and over through God's amazing answers
to prayer.
